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Staffing Resignations: The Board received the resignation of Mrs Hayley 
Parkes who had been on maternity leave since the middle of last year. Her 
replacement in Room 3, Mrs Julie Taylor, has also 
informed the Board she is now unable to carry on 
full time teaching past the end of this term. The 
Board is confident of being able to make the best 
of this unfortunate situation, by making an 
appriopriate appointment to Room 3 for the rest of 
the year, by the end of this term. 
 
Across Schools Writing Moderation: 
Hunterville is one of five  local schools working 
together behind the scenes nto moderate their 
assessment of students’ writing and to investigate 
the most successful writing programmes in 
schools. 
 
Second Language Learning to Be Offered: Spanish and Maori language 
learning programmes are to be offered to Year 7 & 8 students next term. Forty-
five minute lessons will be offered once per week for ten weeks, with resources 
having been purchased that allows teachers to learn with the students through a 
well structured and supported programme. 
 
Property Projects – Tidy Ups: A number of ‘minor’ property projects were 
approved  for the next ten months as a means of ensuring the school is looking its 
best for the 125th reunion next April. Projects included extensive painting 
maintenance, re asphalting the area around/near Room 1A (MOE dependent), 2m 
wide matting on field side of adventure playground, game markings on asphalt 
areas and completion of the ‘Octagarden’ area at the rear of Room 8, amongst 
other things. 
 
Bible in Schools Programme: This was discussed not from the point of view of 
whether or not the school should provide it, but with the suggestion put forward 
that it should be on the basis of students ‘opting in’ as opposed to the current 
situation of all students participating unless they ‘opt out.’ Considerable 
discussion took place. This matter will be agendered for the November meeting.

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Domain Gets a Makeover  
 
On the school side of the grandstand you may have noticed a new changing 
shed/shower block.  The rugby club, through a lot of working bees, and plumber 
Mr Chris Price, have been building this facility.  Rugby club spokesman Mr 
Porky Green said that the whole cost of the operation is approximately $50,000. 
He said the local community has paid for this through donations  from Power Co. 
$15,000,  Hunterville RSA $1,000, Lions Club $5,000, Shemozzle $5,000 and the 
rest from the Rugby Club.   
The major construction started in March and is expected to be finished in the 
middle of July.  In the shower block there are eight showers in each of the 
women and men’s block.  In the women’s block there are three toilets and two in 
the men’s. Mr Green said that the hot water for the showers is by gas infinity 
which will mean NO MORE COLD SHOWERS!
